Guilty or Not Guilty
Bailiff: All stand for judge Grumpy.

Grumpy: We are here to try Alexander Wolf for the murder of the Two Little Pigs.. Do you plea guilty or not guilty?

Wolf: Not guilty your honour.

Grumpy: The court will listen to the witnesses and the jury will reach a verdict. Remember that everyone is innocent until proven guilty. Bring in the first witness.

Doctor: My name is doctor Sneezy. I look after the Fairy tale woods.

Lawyer 1; Did the wolf come to you with a cold before the deaths of the little pigs.

Doctor: no, he always keeps good health.

Lawyer; The wolf claims that he had a bad cold on the night of the attack. In your opinion is that possible.
Doctor: Like I said he was always in good health.

Bailiff: The court calls A. Wolf to the witness box.

Lawyer 2: Wolf you claim you had a cold on the night of November 3.

Wolf: My cold was so bad that whenever I sneezed I would huff and I would snuff and I would blow their houses down.

Lawyer: The doctor says that you never get sick. How do you explain this?

Wolf: I usually treat myself with herbs from the forest. I was a bit run down as I was worried about my Granny.

Bailiff: Call in Granny

Lawyer 3; Granny can you describe your relationship to the wolf.

Granny; Oh he has been a wonderful grandson ever since that day.

Lawyer 3: what do you  mean…that day?

Granny: Well he used to be a very bad boy, hanging out in the forest. One day he went into a cottage and swallowed me. After I was cut out he was sewn back together. He promised never to kill anyone again, so I adopted him as my Grandson.

Bailiff: Call in Little Red Riding Hood.

Lawyer 4: Little Red Riding Hood how would you describe your adopted brother?
Little Red: He is very well behaved but he often looses his temper when he can’t get what he wants. He is always hungry it is hard to keep him satisfied.

Lawyer: Where was he on the night of the event?

Little Red: He had gone  into the forest to get some ingredients for granny’s cake.

Bailiff: Bring in the third little pig.

Lawyer 5: Little Pig can you describe the events of that night.

Little Pig: Well, I was watching Rapunzel let down her golden hair on the telly when there was a loud knock on the door. It was the wolf saying that he wanted to come in. I said “No, not by the hair on my chinny, chin, chin.

He said he had already killed my brothers and that he wanted to eat me as well. He started to climb up onto the roof. When he fell down the chimney I caught him in my pot. 

Lawyer: Did you see him kill your brothers.

Pig: No I didn’t. 

Lawyer 5: Permission to call back Mr Wolf.

Judge: Permission granted.

Lawyer: Mr. Wolf how do you explain the pig bones on the ground and your round tummy.

Wolf: I’m a wolf. Of course I would eat a nice bit of ham if I see it lying there. But I did not kill those two little piggies.
Judge Grumpy; Jury, you will have to decide if the wolf is guilty or not guilty of killing the two little pigs.

Jury leader: Guilty your honour.

Judge: The jury have found you guilty. You are hereby sentenced to three years of prison in Prince Charming’s dungeon. Upon release you will be banned from the forest and will spend the rest of your days roaming the seven seas with Captain Hook.
